This letter is to inform you that we will be studying the subject sexual abstinence as it pertains to the Biblical
teachings of physical and emotional purity. This year we will do our study a little bit differently. In the past we
have rotated years between a Disciple Now Weekend format and spreading it out over a series of Sunday nights
at UMYF. This year we will be doing our study on Wednesday nights and utilizing our existing small group
ministry. | feel that Wednesdays is ideal as we are already separated by age and gender.

The sexual activity of our teens is a serious subject. In a poll of students a youth minister friend of mine
conducted several years ago he asked the question, “Have you lost your virginity?” Seventy percent of the
students answered “yes” while only fourteen percent of parents believed that their child had done so. Each day
in their schools our young people are hearing and learning about sex from their friends and acquaintances. On
the radio popular artists that they are listening to are encouraging it. Unfortunately, most of popular opinion and
teachings today are contrary to God’s plan and design for sex.

Our material for this study will be Living Pure: Inside Out by Bill Hughes and LifeWay Press. This material is
not designed to be a sex education course, but rather a study focused on Biblical purity; how to live the life that
God intended and stay away from behavior that is harmful to ourselves and our relationship with Him. The
lessons include 1) Purity...It’s a God Thing, 2) I Can’t...But He Can, 3) Secret Sin, 4) Living in Purity and 5)
Making a Commitment to Purity. We will begin on Wednesday, February 3™ and finish with a commitment
service and ring ceremony on Wednesday, March 24™.
